INTRODUCTION

"Yonsei Korean 1" is a basic level textbook for foreigners and overseas adult Koreans. [t is composed of ten units. Each unit contains
five lessans. lts goal is to deepen learners' understanding of Korea through essential vocabulary and grammar, as well as Korean
culture and the Korean way of thinking.

There are 8 main characters in Yonsei Korean 1'. The dialogues are based on the every lives of these characters.

The content of each unit is presented in the ‘Contents Map'. This table shows the title, vocabulary, grammar, task, and culture so that
students have comprehensive grasp of what is to be studied. The last lesson of sach unit is called 'Let's Review!', where the
vacabulary, grammar and function of each unit is reexamined. ‘Let's read together' is the section on pronunciation practice. The most
difficult pronunciation of a sentence from the dialogue will be practiced here. In the ‘Culture' section, one or two topics related to
each unit are presented. Korean culture from the view point of a foreigner is explained under the title 'Korsan as James Sees It

Each lesson is arranged in the following order: title, objectives, illustration and introduction, dialogue, vocabulary, grammar, task,
grammar notes and dialogue translation.

The title of each unit is a noun that is related to the content. The title of each lesson is a topic sentence from the dialogue.
The objectives of each unit introduce the communicative functions, grammar, and vocabulary which are to be studied.

In the introduction, pictures ta help learners understand the topic are presented along with simple guestions. This serves to promote
interest and mativation in the tapic and functions of each unit.

For ‘Dialogues' we attempted to choose the most typical and representative situation related to the topic of the unit. From unit 1 to
unit 3, dialogues are composed of 4 short sentences with just two questions and answers. From unit 4, on dialogues are composed of
six sentences with three questions and answers.

In the 'Vocabulary' section, additional vocabulary related to the topic and function of each unit is provided. New words from the task
are listed separately below the task. Vocabulary covered in "Yonssi Korean 1' total about 995 waords.

In the "Grammar' section, the core gramrmar of the unit is presented, One or two grammatical patterns are presented along with simple
exercises. Explanation of the pattemns is presented in ‘Grammar Notes'.

The 'Task' section is composed of activitias adequate for each lesson's communicative objectives. Two related task activities are
presentad for each lesson. Functions of speaking, listening, reading, and writing are combined for that purpose. However, we focused
more on speaking and listening skills, as this books is designed for beginners.

English translation of the dialogues and grammar notes are presented at the end of each lesson.
Korean cultural information is presented at the end of each unit. The character James, a foreigner in Korea, gives a simple
explanation of Korean culture. In cases when actual practice is possible, simple classroom activities are attached. We encourage

leamners to make comparisons with their home culture and to talk about personal experiences.

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Spring flowers of Korea

Spring in Korea is beautiful with the bloom of yellow golden bells{'Kenari') and
pink azaleas('Jindale'). The flowers of golden bells bloom hefore the leaves come
out. Yellow flowers are like small stars that bloom in bunches together. So when
the golden bells bloom, the world suddenly becomes bright. Golden bells let
people know that spring has arrived in the city. On the other hand, azaleas bloom
in the mountains. When the mountains turn pink with azaleas, Koreans go to see
the flowers. Some people even make rice-cake or wine with the azaleas.

Since long ago, the azalea has been loved by the Korean people. Misun said that
in Korea there are many songs and poems about the flower, which embodies the
sadness of the people. When | heard the pop song ‘Azalea’, which is inspired by
a famous Korean poem, | felt a powerful sorrow, like a strong passion. |
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The rainy season and Yellow dust('Hwangsa')

There are two particular climate conditions that happen only in the spring and
summer in Korea. These are yellow dust and the rainy season. Spring starts from
March and lasts until May. It is a beautiful season because the weather is warm
and pretty flowers bloom. But it is also windy, especially, in March and April.
During this time, the wind blows from China and is mixed with tiny particles of
dust. Many people suffer from colds, eye, or skin diseases because of this dust.
As a result people wear masks or sunglasses during this time.

The Korean summer starts in June and ends in August. The month-long period
from the end of June to the end of July is called "Z0Ot&" which is the rainy
season. Much damage occurs from floods or landslides, which result from heavy
rains that can last for days. The rainy season ends around the end of Ju[y,' at
which point the vacation seasons starts. Even after the rainy season the weather
is still hot and humid. The hottest time is called ‘AM=2 2| and Koreans
traditionally eat “AtAHEF to replenish the nutrition lost from sweating.
